
 

Orange County Sanitation District (OC San) is a public agency that provides wastewater collection, treatment, and recycling services for 
approximately 2.6 million people in central and northwest Orange County. OC San operates almost 400 miles of pipes, and two facilities – 
Reclamation Plant No. 1 in Fountain Valley and Treatment Plant No. 2 in Huntington Beach – and treats more than 180 million gallons of 
wastewater each day.

Project Information 

OC San will rehabilitate two parallel sewers on north and southbound 

Seal Beach Blvd./ Los Alamitos Blvd., and along Katella Avenue, Oak 

Street, and Lexington Drive in the cities of Seal Beach and Los Alamitos. 

The work consists of removing calcium buildup at various pipe joints and 

injecting chemical grout to strengthen the pipe. Rehabilitation and/or 

replacement of over 70 manholes will also take place.
